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Through Religious Education, our children develop an
understanding of the influence of beliefs, values and traditions
on individuals, communities, societies and cultures. They
develop a knowledge and understanding of principal world
faiths practised in Great Britain. These include Buddhism,
Christianity, Hinduism, Islam, Judaism and Sikhism, as well as
the perspectives of those without a faith, such as Humanists.
This term, pupils from Years 1 - 6 have been exploring religious
beliefs, teaching and questions.
