This week in Phonics 

 
This week in Phonics, Year 1 have been learning 

the ‘wh’ (when, whisker), ‘ph’ (phonics, dol-
phin), ‘ew’ (screw, new) and ‘oe’ (toe, goes) 

sounds from Phase 5. 
 

We use mnemonics to help us to remember 
these sounds: 

‘wh’ - whip with a whisk 
‘ph’ - photo on a phone 

‘ew’ - the crew flew 
‘oe’ - tiptoe past the doe 

 
See if you can spot any of these sounds when 

reading your books at home!

CURRICULUM Corner 
This Week’s Subject:  DT 

In DT children have the opportunity to make and create a range of products to meet a specific design brief. As in 
Art, our children follow a five-step process to develop their skills and understanding. They conduct research around 

existing products and techniques, practise key skills to experiment effective techniques, plan their work to refine their 
ideas, make a final piece and then reflect on their work through evaluation.  
 
This term, Year 3 worked through these processes to create a moving monster exploring the use of pneumatics. They 
were supported by their families during their stay and learn session to create their final product.
